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The Kress Building was designed in
1923 by Thomas Franklin Power
(the architect in 1917 of Loyola
Marymount University’s “new”
campus in the Pico Heights district
and in 1939 St. Bartholomew’s
church here in Long Beach as well
as dozens of historic churches and
high schools throughout Los
Angeles). The Lofts are a
conversion of this old department
store in downtown Long Beach into
New York style loft condominiums
with brick walls, exposed wooden
rafters, massive concrete columns
and steel I-beams. The exterior of
the building was so carefully
restored to its original classic Italian
Renaissance design that the city
designated the building a Historic
Landmark. New metal and glass
penthouses make an addition to the
skyline that is recognizable from
miles away.
